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Introduction and Overview of the
Regional Investment Framework 2022

he Regional Investment Framework 2022
I (RIF 2022) is the medium-term pipeline of
priority investment and technical assistance

projects in the Greater Mekong Subregion (GMS)
and operationalizes the strategic thrusts and priorities
of the GMS Program under the GMS Strategic
Framework (2012-2022)" and the Ha Noi Action
Plan 2018-2022.2 The RIF 2022 was endorsed at the
22nd Ministerial Conference in Ha Noi, Viet Nam on
20 September 2017 and then adopted by the GMS
Leaders during the 6th GMS Summit of Leaders
on 31 March 2018 in Ha Noi. At that time, the RIF
2022 medium-term pipeline had 227 investment
and technical assistance projects, requiring $66
billion in estimated financing. It includes projects in
the various sectors of GMS cooperation: transport,
energy, agriculture, environment, health and other
human resource development, urban development,
tourism, transport and trade facilitation, information
and communication technology, and other multisector
or border economic zones. The purpose of the RIF
2022 is to be used (i) as an instrument for greater
alignment between regional and national planning and
programming for GMS projects, and (ii) as a marketing
tool to galvanize new financing for projects.

Projects in the RIF 2022 were generated through
extensive consultations with GMS sector working
groups, forums, and the GMS National Coordinators
and Secretariats in each country. Thus, the RIF

2022 pipeline is presented by sector, noting country
coverage and estimated cost of financing for the whole
project and that some projects have multiple country
coverage, while some have other sector linkages.

The pipeline includes planned Asian Development
Bank (ADB) investments in the GMS, but also

represents projects being funded by national
governments, other multilateral and bilateral
development partners, projects being developed by
the private sector, and unfunded projects for which
financing is yet to be identified.

The GMS leaders directed officials of the GMS
Program to ensure that the RIF is monitored

and updated regularly. The RIF business process
(Appendix 1) was thus endorsed as part of the RIF
2022. The RIF 2022 business process outlines the
following:

(i)  The GMS Secretariat coordinates the
generation of the RIF progress report as an
annual report.

(i) GMS national coordinators play a critical role
in coordinating with line ministries to gather
project updates and to validate the proposed
investment pipelines.

(iiiy  ADB sector focal persons facilitate the
discussions for the generation of new project
proposals and project updates at the GMS
annual or biannual sector working group
meetings.

(iv) Projects in sectors without a designated
working group are overseen by the GMS
National Coordinators.

(v) GMS Ministers endorse the annual updates to
the RIF 2022.

(vi) The GMS Secretariat disseminates the
RIF 2022 Updates and Progress Reports
as reference for development and budget
planning and for identifying financing with
development partners.

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REGIONAL INVESTMENT FRAMEWORK 2022: First Progress Report and Update

This RIF 2022 First Progress Report and Update
represents updates to the RIF 2022 during the 2018
cycle (from February to November 2018). The RIF
2022 First Progress Report and Update includes

a revision of the RIF 2022 to a new total of 247
investment and technical assistance projects requiring
a total of $80.9 billion in financing. Approximately

$53 billion of the financing needs have identified
funding sources, and about $28 billion of the financing
sources are still to be identified. A summary of the
changes in the RIF 2022 are outlined in Section Ill,
and Summary Tables of proposed projects for addition
and deletion are in Appendixes 2 and 3. The summary
of the new RIF 2022 list of projects is in as Appendix 4.



Regional Investment Framework 2022
Updating and Progress Reporting

he Greater Mekong Subregion (GMS)
I Secretariat initiated the Regional Investment

Framework 2022 (RIF 2022) 2018 reporting
cycle in May 2018 with briefings for the GMS National
Coordinators and Asian Development Bank (ADB)
sector divisions in advance of the sector working
groups that would take place from June to August
2018. The GMS Secretariat circulated a Guide and
Format: Progress Report on Projects in RIF 2022 and
Additional Projects for Inclusion in RIF 2022, which
provided overall guidance, templates, and criteria for
proposing new projects.

In addition to project status updates, the reporting
format for the project descriptions added three new
areas (i) Key Locations and GMS Economic Corridor
Alignment; (ii) Expected/Planned Measurable
Outputs; and (jii) Project Contact. These were added
to strengthen the RIF 2022 as a tool for spatial and
development planning along the GMS economic
corridors and to assist with measuring GMS program
overall outputs. Project contact details were added
to clearly identify project proponents and facilitate
matching project proponents with interested parties
such as development partners interested in funding

the project. In the absence of a specific project
proponent, the RIF 2022 includes GMS focal points

as contact persons. Since these three fields have

only been introduced for this RIF 2022 First Progress
Report, it is expected that project data, specific details,
and the ability to aggregate the RIF 2022 project
outputs will improve in the future. As the RIF 2022
projects are mapped on the GMS Projects online geo-
database,® there will also be greater opportunities to
identify spatial synergies and area planning.

The RIF 2022 is a living document, with projects being
dropped or added to it through the annual reporting
cycle. Thus, the progress reports also provided

the opportunity for deletion of projects as well as
submission of new project proposals, provided that
new project proposals were in line with the operational
priorities of the GMS Strategic Framework 2012-2022
and the Ha Noi Action Plan 2018-2022. New project
proposals were required to provide the rationale for how
the projects aligned with the GMS operational priorities
in the Ha Noi Action Plan or relevant sector priorities in
the respective sector strategy or action plan.* Projects
proposed for consideration also required the mutual
endorsement of the countries involved.

Update 2018

t the conclusion of the reporting cycle,
Athe updated Regional Investment
Framework 2022 (RIF 2022, 2018) is now
comprised of 247 projects requiring $80.9 billion
in financing. This includes the proposed addition of

8 investment projects and 16 technical assistance

projects (Appendix 2). The update also proposes
dropping five investment projects (Appendix 3).

The RIF 2022 is also further refined to include revised
cost estimates for 55 projects. The new RIF 2022
composition is in Table 1.

Transport remains the dominant sector, with a

total of 99 projects out of the total 247 in the RIF
2022, but there are also new project proposals in

the environment, health and other human resource
development, other multisector and border economic
zones, and information and communication technology
(ICT) sectors. In the transport sector, there are newly
listed funding commitments especially in the railway
subsector (Dali- Ruili Railway and Yuxi-Mohan

Railway in the People’s Republic of China; Vientiane-
Thakhek-Mu Gia Railway Project in the Lao People’s
Democratic Republic; and the Den Chai, Chiang

Rai, and Chiang Khong rail line and national railway
improvement project to double track 2,476 kilometers
of rail lines in Thailand). Thailand’s Laem Chabang
Port Development, for $3 billion in funding through
public—private partnership, is also a notable addition to
the RIF 2022. Four projects, outlined in Appendix 3,

were requested to be dropped as these were no longer
priority investments in the respective portfolios, or the
scopes had been absorbed by other projects.

Another continued feature of the RIF 2022 are the
cross sectoral linkages. In the ICT sector, a project
with implications for agriculture and trade facilitation
has been proposed. The tourism sector continues to
have a strong linkage with transport connectivity. The
Transboundary Animal Disease Control Zone Project

has implications in the agriculture and livestock
sector as well as the health and zoonosis sector.
Line ministries and sector officers should continue
to identify synergies between sectors.

During the RIF 2022 period thus far, 12 projects have
reached completion, while 91 are ongoing, and 144
are still proposed and not yet initiated. In the coming
years, the overall status of implementation of RIF
2022 will continue to be tracked and reported.

financing and could also be considered to mobilize
funds for the regional projects in energy, agriculture,
environment, tourism, and other multisector and
border economic zones. Aside from directly funding
projects in the RIF 2022, development partners and
private sector organizations may also see opportunity
for developing projects that have synergies and are
complimentary to the RIF 2022. As noted in the
original RIF 2022, the projects in the pipeline should
continue to be disseminated widely and referred to as
a development programming and marketing tool to
galvanize new funding for the region’s priority projects.
This can be done through annual programming and
budget cycles, institutional working group meetings,
and annual high-level meetings, such as the GMS
Ministerial Conference. In the 2019 update of the RIF
2022, it is expected that new projects will be ongoing,
and that new projects will have identified funding. The
GMS program officials can also review projects in the
RIF 2022 to ensure that projects that are no longer
relevant are dropped from the list.

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Regional Investment Framework 2022: First Progress Report and Update

The Regional Investment Framework 2022 (RIF 2022) is the medium-term pipeline of priority
investment and technical assistance projects in the Greater Mekong Subregion (GMS) and
operationalizes the strategic thrusts and priorities of the GMS Program under the GMS
Strategic Framework (2012-2022) and the Ha Noi Action Plan 2018-2022. The RIF 2022 was
endorsed at the 22nd GMS Ministerial Conference in Ha Noi, Viet Nam on 20 September
2017 and then adopted by the GMS Leaders during the 6th GMS Summit of Leaders on

31 March 2018 in Ha Noi including the direction to ensure that the RIF is reviewed and
updated regularly to adapt to changing conditions and priorities.

This RIF 2022 First Progress Report and Update represents updates to the RIF 2022 during
the 2018 cycle (from February to November 2018). It includes a revision to the RIF 2022 to a
new total of 247 investment and technical assistance projects requiring a total of $80.9 billion
in financing.

About the Greater Mekong Subregion Economic Cooperation Program

The Greater Mekong Subregion (GMS) is made up of Cambodia, the Lao People’s Democratic
Republic, Myanmar, the People’s Republic of China (specifically Yunnan Province and
Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region), Thailand, and Viet Nam. In 1992, with assistance
from the Asian Development Bank and building on their shared histories and cultures, the

six countries of the GMS launched a program of subregional economic cooperation—the
GMS Program—to enhance their economic relations. The Program currently covers the
following priority sectors: agriculture; energy; environment; health and other human resource
development; information and communication technology; tourism; transport; transport and
trade facilitation; and urban development, border economic zones, and other multisector.
